Photo Identification

Is Not Required Today
Current Wisconsin law does not require voters to present a Photo ID before voting.  Election inspectors may not ask registered voters to provide Photo ID for the Spring Election.  Photo ID may be used as proof of residence for voter registration.

The Wisconsin Legislature is considering proposals to require Photo ID as a condition for voting, and Photo ID is likely to be required in future elections.  However, the Legislature has not yet passed such legislation.
