As you may be aware, 2015 Wisconsin Act 261 eliminates the role of the Special Registration Deputy (SRD) in the State of Wisconsin upon the implementation of an Online Voter Registration (OVR) system as per Wis. Stat. § 6.30(5).  On January 9, 2017 the State of Wisconsin Elections Commission (WEC) will launch an OVR system through their MyVote.wi.gov website, effectively eliminating the position of SRD on that date.   

The new OVR functionality will allow eligible voters to register online if they have a current Wisconsin Driver License or a Wisconsin State ID card.  If the voter is able to match the information they enter into the MyVote with the data on file with the Wisconsin Department of Motor Vehicles (WI DMV), the voter will be able to register to vote completely online.  When registering to vote online, the voter will not need to print, sign, or deliver their registration form.  They also will not need to send a proof of residence document with their registration.  If a voter is unable to match the information entered into MyVote with the information on file with WI DMV, the voter will have the option to complete a registration form on the site that they will need to print, sign, and deliver to their municipal clerk along with proof of residence.  

If you would like to continue assisting voters with the registration process, there are still opportunities available.  Former SRDs may wish to help voters register with the MyVote OVR system using computer or tablet stations.  They may also wish to help voters complete paper registrations, or registrations through MyVote, that the voter will then need to sign and deliver to their municipal clerk along with a proof of residence document.  Former SRDs may no longer verify proof of residence for the voter.  Voters who are not registering through the OVR system will need to provide a proof of residence document with their registration form.  An overview and training materials for former SRDs on the Wisconsin Elections Commission’s new OVR process will be available at www.elections.wi.gov.  Click the “Clerks” drop down on the page header and select “Recent Clerk Communications.”  Here you will find videos and other training materials posted on January 6, 2017.  

The role of Special Registration Deputy in Wisconsin ends on January 9, 2017.  If you are currently assisting voters as an SRD, all SRD-verified registration forms must be postmarked or received by the voter’s municipal clerk no later than January 8, 2017.  Any SRD voter registration applications postmarked or received after that date will not be considered valid, and the voter will need to provide proof of residence to the municipal clerk before they will be registered to vote.
