Special Instructions for Military & Overseas Absentee Voters 
Absentee ballots may be rejected for failure to follow the instructions below.  To make sure that your ballot is accepted, please read these instructions completely.
1. Read and follow the instructions for completing the ballot carefully.  Mistakes may spoil your ballot.

2. Complete the ballot in the presence of one witness.  The witness cannot be a candidate at the election and must be an adult U.S. citizen.  The witness must verify that the voter completed the absentee ballot, but should not view the voter’s choices.

3. Refold the ballot, place it inside the certificate envelope and seal.  If you received your ballot via fax or email, fold the ballot and place it inside a business-size envelope, seal the envelope and securely attach the certificate to that envelope.  Then place the envelope with the certificate attached, inside a larger envelope addressed per the below information.  (If you received your ballot via fax or email, you are responsible for providing adequate postage.)  If you did not previously mail in your absentee request, please enclose an absentee ballot request with your signature in the larger envelope.

4. Complete the voter information section on the certificate envelope, sign the certificate, and provide your date of birth.  One witness must sign the certificate and provide his/her address.  
· If the municipal clerk has already completed the elector information, the elector must still sign the certificate, provide their date of birth, and one witness must sign the certificate and provide his/her address.

5. If you make an error while marking your ballot, spoil your ballot, or require a replacement ballot, contact your municipal clerk immediately.  An elector may request that a replacement ballot be e-mailed or FAXed to him/her.  
6. Overseas Electors for all Elections: Ballots must be received (in the certificate envelope) no later than 8:00pm on Election Day.

Military Electors for the General Election: Ballots must be postmarked no later than Election Day.  Ballots must be received (in the certificate envelope) no later than 5:00pm on the 10th day after the general election. 
Military Electors for the Partisan Primary: Ballots must be postmarked no later than Election Day.  Ballots must be received (in the certificate envelope) no later than 5:00pm on the 7th day after the primary election. 

Military Electors for the Spring Primary/Spring Election/Specials Elections: Ballots must be received (in the certificate envelope) no later than 8:00pm on Election Day.
· If the municipal clerk does not have a written request with your signature, your ballot may not be accepted.
