Administrator Meagan Wolfe. “We want voters to know that MyVote.wi.gov is their one-stop resource to get official 
election information ahead of Nov. 5. They can check upcoming deadlines and get other important details—all in 
one website.”

Nov. 1 (by 5 p.m.): Register in your municipal clerk’s office  
Nov. 5 (7 a.m.-8 p.m.): Register to vote at your polling place
