SUBJECT:	Certification of Nomination for August 12, 2014 Partisan Primary, Certified Ballot Order and Type B Notice
The certificate of nomination lists the offices to be voted for in your county.  Included with the certificate of nomination is a listing of candidates’ names for all offices to be voted for at the Partisan Primary.  You choose the appropriate offices and candidates for your county’s ballot(s) from the lists.

The offices of Governor, Lieutenant Governor, Attorney General, Secretary of State, State Treasurer, Representative in Congress and Representative to the Assembly will appear on ALL county ballots.  (Most counties will also have at least one State Senate office up for election.)  Remember, the certification includes all of the federal and state offices that must appear on the ballot in your county.  The candidates listed must appear on the ballot in the order given.
Type B Notice

Delete any paragraphs that do not apply to your county.  If you do not have a county or local referendum at the partisan primary, you may delete any reference to referendum.  The Type B Notice, which includes instructions to the electors and sample ballots, must be published on the day before the election, August 11, 2014.  Whenever a weekly newspaper is chosen for publication, the notice shall appear in the newspaper’s closest issue preceding the primary.  You may choose to publish the Type B Notice on Saturday or Sunday preceding the primary if you determine that more effective notice will be given.
You must provide a copy of the Type B notice to municipal clerks for posting at each polling place on Election Day.
Type E Notice

If you are a county clerk who publishes the Type E Notices in your county for your municipal clerks, ensure that the notice reflects the municipal clerk’s correct office hours for in-person absentee voting.  Hours for in-person voting may be set for any times between the hours of 8 a.m. and 7 p.m., beginning on the third Monday before the election and ending on the Friday before the election.  In-person voting may not be conducted outside of the hours set by the clerk and not before 8 a.m. or after 7 p.m.  On the Friday before the election, municipal clerks are still required to be available until 5 p.m. because of the deadline for indefinitely-confined voters to request a ballot be mailed to them.  Generally these requests come by mail, email or fax.  However, it is not out of the realm of possibility that an indefinitely-confined voter may have a friend deliver the application.  If the clerk’s in-person voting hours do not extend past 5 p.m., the clerk’s day may end at 5 p.m.
Please remind your municipal clerks that there is no voter registration or absentee voting on the Saturday, Sunday and Monday before the election, except for voters in care facilities served by SVDs.  Only hospitalized electors, 
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sequestered jurors and military electors away from their residence due to active duty may vote by absentee ballot on Election Day. Type D Notice

The Type D Notice is required to be posted at the polling place.  The Sample Type D Notice is available on the G.A.B. website under “Clerks/Election Notices.”  http://gab.wi.gov/clerks/notices. 

Canvass Reporting – New E-Mailbox for Delivering Canvasses

We have set up a new mailbox just for canvasses.  Your partisan primary canvass must be sent electronically to gabcanvass@wi.gov or FAXed to 608-267-0500, as soon as possible after you complete your canvass, but no later than Friday, August 22, 2014.  Your original canvass signed by the Board of Canvassers must be delivered to the G.A.B. as soon as possible.  

The deadline for the G.A.B. to certify the results of the primary is Wednesday, August 27, 2014, and county clerks must deliver general election ballots to municipal clerks no later than September 17, 2014.  The sooner we get everyone’s electronic primary canvass, the sooner we can certify and the sooner you can start printing ballots. 

Looking Ahead to the November 4, 2014 General Election

There will be a constitutional amendment on the ballot at the General Election.  Types A and Type C Notices will be sent shortly.
