State records show you may not be registered to vote.
Save time on Election Day - register to vote now!
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Go to myvote.wi.gov and click Register to Vote to start a new registration or update your
name or address. You must be a U.S. citizen, at least 18 years of age on Election Day and not
otherwise disqualified for a reason such as currently serving a felony sentence. You will need to
print, sign, and mail your form, along with a Proof of Residence document, by October 19, 2016.

Or you can register to vote before the election in your municipal clerk’s office or
at vour polling place on Election Day. Don’t forget your Proof of Residence document!
