MYVOTE IMPACTS ON ADDRESSES

Increase in emails and 
contacts from voters 
unable to register or 

find information 

More requests for 
addresses not yet 

in WisVote

Proactive address entry
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MYVOTE IMPACTS ON ADDRESSES

Only as part of voter registration process

MyVote can create/reactivate address records
ONLY if high-confidence (green pin)

MyVote Addresses Associated view
lists addresses edited by MyVote

Submitting ward boundaries to LTSB required 
due to 2015 Wisconsin Act 55

LTSB created statewide ward maps 

Commission pulled info into WisVote

Cleaned up WisVote ward boundaries

Currently updating School District and
Sanitation District boundaries

New exceptions to highlight addresses
with pin in “new” district or muni

Address Searching

Address tile and Entering voter registrations

LESS IS MORE
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ENTERING ADDRESSES IN WISVOTE

The Process Button

When? How?

Entering a new address Click after full address is entered 

Only click once!An existing address record 
without a map pin

What does it do?

Standardizes address format
Finds latitude/longitude
(Place pin on the map)

Process button does not save!

ENTERING ADDRESSES IN WISVOTE

Duplicate vs Out-of-jurisdiction

Don’t “play” with an address 
to bypass duplicate warning

Not necessarily bad

Often the pin just needs to be 
moved to the correct locationAddress may be inactive

A true duplicate address

Address is should not be out of jurisdiction, but pin is correctly placed

Contact Commission staff if:

ENTERING ADDRESSES IN WISVOTE

New address form

Use the correct Postal City

Avoid using non-standard
Unit Type options

Avoid manually assigning
District Combo codes

Make sure appropriate 
information is entered in 

the applicable fields
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ENTERING ADDRESSES IN WISVOTE
Pin Placement

Not in the middle of a road

ENTERING ADDRESSES IN WISVOTE

Pin Placement

On top of the house/building

Reduce future address exceptions

Prevent assigning incorrect districts
with map updates

ENTERING ADDRESSES IN WISVOTE

Pin Placement
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ENTERING ADDRESSES IN WISVOTE

Pin Placement

WEC has no control over missing streets!

ENTERING ADDRESSES IN WISVOTE

Pin Placement

How do you find where to place the pin?

DO NOT RELY ONLY ON GOOGLE/BING MAPS!

County GIS maps

ENTERING ADDRESSES IN WISVOTE

Pin Placement
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ENTERING ADDRESSES IN WISVOTE

Activating/Deactivating

Activate/Deactivate buttons SAVE!

Check pin location

Check address format/information

Click Save if any changes are made after clicking Activate!

ENTERING ADDRESSES IN WISVOTE

Activating/Deactivating

Are there any active, registered voters?

ENTERING ADDRESSES IN WISVOTE

What can WEC do for you?

Assistance with entering large numbers of addresses

Adding addresses by spreadsheet

Don’t wait until the last minute to request our help!

New buildings or developments
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ADDRESS EXCEPTIONS
PINS AND YOU!

ADDRESS EXCEPTIONS
Meet the Pins

Red pin: Low confidence in location

Also used for Geocode Exceptions

Green pin: High confidence in location

Any pin moved and saved will become green

Orange pin: Lower confidence in location

Also used for Geocode Warnings

Black pin: No record with address service

No District Combo assigned!

Pin with a Hat

Automatic when a pin is moved

Will become a green pin if saved

ADDRESS EXCEPTIONS
“Fixing” a pin

DON’T Jiggle!!!

An exception is “fixed” only if the pin is in the correct location!

If the pin is correct, use Confirm
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ADDRESS EXCEPTIONS

The importance of clearing exceptions

Wrongly placed pins cause many problems

Voters not appearing a poll book
Or

Appearing in the wrong poll book

Voters being given the wrong ballot

Voters being sent to the wrong polling location

Redistricting and Annexation

FUTURE OF WISVOTE ADDRESSING

Obtaining GIS records directly from counties

Remove some address responsibility from clerks

Continue WisVote map updates
